FINANCIAL LITERACY
COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will provide students with an understanding of basic financial concepts and skills that they can use to conduct their personal finances. This is a very important course where students will learn about different types and sources of  income, career goals and planning, budgeting, spending and credit, insurance, saving and investing, consumer protection and retirement planning. This is a required course that is to be taken during students’ junior or senior year.  
ATTENDANCE/GRADING

Attendance and participation are very important in this class and will affect students’ grades. Daily quizzes will make up 20% of the final grade. These cannot be made up with the exception of illness or school related absences.  The remaining 80% of the grade will be given based on total points earned on assignments, projects, tests and policy points.  Other expectations and policies which students will be expected to follow will be discussed in class.

Students will be expected to complete projects and assignments by the due date. Late work will be accepted for one week after the assignment is due for full credit.  After one week has expired, assignments will only be worth partial credit.  Concurrent Enrollment students will be required to turn in assignments on time
Grades will be updated weekly on the PowerSchool.  I try to keep those grades as up-to-date as possible.  Please keep track of your (your student’s) grade in class and contact me if there are concerns.
