This may negatively impact their college SAP (Student Academic Progress) scores, which in turn may 
negatively impact scholarships and financial aid. 

*ENGL 1010 is for Seniors students only – students must have an ACT English and Reading Score of 19 or higher OR 18 on Reading and 20 in English OR 20 in 
Reading and 18 In English, OR qualify with the UVU Accuplacer Exam (250+ on both sections). All students in the class must register for college credit. 
*CS 1400 – CS 1030 Highly Recommended 
*MATH 1010 requires students to complete SM 1,2, and 3 with a C average GPA OR have an ACT score of 19 or higher in Math OR a student can qualify with the 
UVU ALEKS exam score (30+). All students in the class must register for college credit.  



*Math 1050 requires students to have an ACT Math score of 23 or higher or a student can qualify with the UVU ALEKS exam score (46+). All Students in the class 
must register for college credit. 
*Math 1060 requires students to successfully complete Math 1050 with a C or better OR an ACT score of 25+. All students in the class must register for the college 
credit 
*CE Chemistry recommended for Juniors and Seniors only. All students in the class must register for the college credit prior to the first day of classes.
